from a Small Mine.  The source(s) of discharge is exfiltration of supernatant water through placer gravels.  

 

The land upon which the facility will be situated and the discharge will occur is BC Mineral Tenure ID 509387, BC 

Mineral Tenure ID Placer Lease 361733, located at kilometre 9.5 Surprise Lake Road (9.5 kilometres east of Atlin, 

BC, within the Atlin Mining Division).  

 

The maximum rate of effluent discharged from this facility will be 500 m
3
/day.  The operating period for this facility 

will be 24 hours per day, 7 days per week for 8 months per year.  The characteristics of the effluent to be discharged  

is typical of: a gold gravity separation  process plant which does not use chemicals and produces a non-hazardous 

tailings slurry comprised of water and finely ground rock material, open pit discharge water, runoff from mineralized 

and/or waste stockpiles and surface water run-off from the site. 

 

The type(s) of treatment to be applied to the discharge is/are constructed settling ponds to allow infiltration into 

surficial (alluvial) placer gravels.

14. CHARACTERISTICS OF RECEIVING ENVIRONMENT: 

 

SEE TECHNICAL ASSESSMENT REPORT 

 

THE RECEIVING ENVIRONMENT IS PINE CREEK, ATLIN BC.  PINE CREEK IS ONE 

OF THE MAIN CREEKS IN THE ATLIN PLACER CAMP THAT HAVE BEEN “DE-
REGULATED” UNDER THE PLACER MINING WASTE CONTROL REGULATION OF 

THE BRITISH COLUMBIA PROVINCIAL WASTE MANAGEMENT ACT.  THIS 

ESSENTIALLY ALLOWS FOR UNLIMITED SEDIMENT INPUT INTO THE CREEKS.  

TURBIDITY AND TSS LEVELS IN PINE CREEK CAN RANGE FROM 500 TO OVER 

4,000 MG/L DURING HIGH FLOWS OR ACTIVE PLACER MINING.  IT SHOULD BE 

NOTED THAT PLACER MINING ACTIVITIES DO OCCUR IMMEDIATELY 

UPSTREAM AND DOWNSTREAM OF THE PROJECT AREA. 

 

IT IS EXPECTED THAT A SITE INFLUENCED GROUNDWATER PLUME 

COMPRISED OF TAILINGS SUPERNATANT, OPEN PIT AND STOCKPILE 

EFFLUENTS, WILL EXFILTRATE THROUGH THE SURFICIAL GRAVELS IN A 

DOWNSTREAM DIRECTION UNTIL IT EVENTUALLY ENTERS PINE CREEK.

PINE CREEK IS AN DEREGULATED STREAM, WHERE A MAJOR PERCENTAGE

AND LEASES.   SITE SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES WILL BE DEVELOPED FOR THIS
